The musie-processing network and the language-

processing network share an overlapping neural
pathway. Think of it like a highway where many
cars (pieces of information) are travelling along.
The mare traffic, the more likely the highway will
get widened and improved.

BIRTH TO
AGE OF 6

At'birth, the music processing
network is active. We know
this because one-day-old
babies have been found to
use their music-processing
network to process their
mother's vaoice [1].

From birth to around the age
of 6, children use their music-
processing network to
identify, understand and
reproduce language sounds.
This is because our auditory
[sound) processing network
processes all sound for its
musical qualities.

READING AND
BEAT KEEPING

Interestingly, other music learning activities
alse contribute to language development.
Children who can clap a steady beat between
the age of 3-4 have been found to be
cognitively ready to read at the age of 5
Conversely, those children wheo can't not clap
a steady beat are likely to struggle with their
reading [2].
